apart from those designated for 28 December.
Priests who normally celebrate an evening Mass on
Sundays are encouraged to arrange a Service of the

Word and Communion so they may attend the
official closing Mass at the closest sacred site. Each

parish is asked to send representatives to ensure
the presence and unity of clergy and faithful.
